ETIL1:  Integrating Information Literacy in Every Classroom

OVERVIEW (12 online hours)
Working online, teachers will get a broad overview of the need for educational technology and information literacy.  Participants will explore a variety of topics related to information literacy, including:  

· The importance of information literacy
· State/federal requirements and recommendations for information literacy
· Research on information literacy
· Educational technology and information literacy
· The relationship between 21st century skills and information literacy

· Assessing a student’s information literacy knowledge and skill 
· Developing information literacy remediation plans for students
· Information literacy and differentiated instruction

· Developing classroom strategies to include information literacy

· 21st century skills, NETS-S, NETS-T and NCLB

LEARNING ACTIVITIES

· Reflect on selected readings

· Assess current classroom information literacy practices
· Complete an information literacy assessment of students
· Participate in online collegial discussions

ETIL2:  Educational Technology Tools and Information Literacy

OVERVIEW (21 onsite hours, 8:30-4:00, ½ hr. lunch)
Working onsite, teachers will gain knowledge and skills in the use of appropriate educational technology tools and resources.  This will include integration of “physical” classroom/school resources as well as a variety of online resources.  Topics will include:
· Using your new equipment
· Using other resources in your school/classroom

OVERVIEW (21 onsite hours, 8:30-4:00, ½ hr. lunch)

Working onsite, teachers will explore a variety of “new” web-based tools that can be integrated into the classroom.  Topics will include:
· Understanding the components of “Web 2.0”

· Integrating blogs, wikis and other tools into the classroom
· Students as part of the “contributory” Web
· Developing your own FREE classroom Web space
